What is the main theme of the Letter of James, which
will be proclaimed as the second reading for the next
six Sundays?

The Letter of James is more an exhortation to ethical living than a
letter. It was probably written in the late first century by an author who
attributes it to James, "a slave of God and the Lord."

After a brief greeting this exhortation speaks to the reality of trials and
temptations in Christian daily living (1:2-18). The bulk of James (1:19-
5:12) consists of moral exhortations along with warnings if such moral
behavior is not practiced. James ends with a strong affirmation in the
power of prayer (5:13-20). The exhortations are presented in the style
of Jewish wisdom literature. This style uses proverbs and maxims that
encourage putting faith in God into practice by attentiveness to the
needs of others. James is well known for the affirmation that faith
without works is dead (2:17). Thus James is used as a foil to Paul who
is said to have emphasized salvation through faith.

Today, Christian denominations who have historically disagreed over
this issue are becoming aware that misunderstanding has occurred on
both sides. Just as Paul's letters include ethical exhortations as a
demonstration of one's faith, so James sees faith in God as the
primary motivation for doing good works. Good works flow out of faith
and are not means to salvation but the way to openly manifest one's

faith. How is your faith in God the primary motivator for ethical living?
