What is Catechetical Sunday, and what lessons in
discipleship do we learn from Mark's Gospel?

Each year we designate the third Sunday in September as
Catechetical Sunday. A theme is chosen to highlight an essential
aspect of handing on the faith. This year's theme centers on "The
Word of God in the Life and Mission of the Church," echoing the
theme from the 2008 Synod of Bishops.

The Gospel for this Sunday offers insights about what following Jesus
entails. Mark's Jesus continually instructs his disciples on what true
discipleship demands. Today we hear Jesus' second of three
predictions of his passion, death and resurrection. After each
prediction, the disciples misunderstand Jesus' words or seem to be
distracted with thoughts that are usually the opposite of what Jesus
expected.

Instead of understanding and accepting the challenge that following
Jesus entails, the disciples argue about who is the greatest. Jesus
patiently clarifies that to be first means to be last and to be servant of
all. Then Jesus holds a child-vulnerable, powerless, and without status
-as a lesson in discipleship. As we reflect on the theme for
Catechetical Sunday, let us learn from Mark's Jesus the challenges of
faithful discipleship.

It is perhaps one of the most exciting and yet
frightening times of a young couple's lives.
From the moment they discover that they are
expecting a child to the very moment that he
or she enters the world, the parents-to-be are
filled with joy, but also concern. Will their
baby be healthy? Today's doctors can detect
health issues long before the baby is born; if
something is discovered, how does the young
couple receive the news? Are they faced with
difficult decisions, or are they bolstered by the
message found in today's Gospel?

Given the circumstances of today's fast-
paced life, it is difficult to imagine the pace of
life in Jesus' day. On a journey by foot
through Galilee, Jesus and his disciples had
many hours to discuss the meaning of life and
the role of Christ in their lives. He tried to ex-
plain his final days and hours, but even with
seemingly all the time in the world, they did
not grasp the immense message he was giv-
ing them. Perhaps seeking an easier way to
say it, he held a small child, telling them that if
they accept an innocent child, they are ac-
cepting him, and in accepting him, they are
accepting God.

In praying the Lord's Prayer, we first and fore-
most proclaim "Our Father." This is done with
the intent to remind us that in order to be fully
revealed in our hearts, we must appear to
God as innocents, children willing to accept
his love unconditionally. We are asking for a
purification of our hearts (CCC 2779). As Je-
sus held that small child out to his disciples,
he gave absolutely no conditions as to accep-
tance of a child. As innocents, children are
the symbol of the purity of life and the purity
