Flu Season Precautions 
Some parishioners have voiced concerns about the H1N1 (swine) flu 
and what precautions are being implemented at St. Teresa Parish. It 
was decided at the Pastoral Council meeting on Tuesday evening that 
all Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion will now come forward 
and first go to the sacristy, clean their hands with hand sanitizer 
before distributing Holy Communion and then come to the altar after 
the priest receives communion. This will be the only mandatory 
change at our liturgies. 
 

We ask that you use common sense as with all times that you are 
feeling ill. If you are sick, do not come to church. If you have any 
symptoms of illness--scratchy throat, fever, cold, etc.--do not spread 
germs through contact with others or receive the Precious Blood from 
the chalice.  
 

If you personally wish to take further precautions and choose not to 
shake hands at the Sign of Peace, but rather bow to each other, 
exchange a smile, etc. without touching the other individual, this is 
your choice, but not mandated.  Please be considerate of the 
choices of those individuals around you. Again when it comes to 
communion, if you would rather not receive the Body of Christ in your 
hand, but rather not touch the Host with your hand and receive on the 
tongue, you may do so, but this also is not mandated. It is your 
choice to receive the Precious Blood and countless studies have 
shown than the alcohol content kills germs and no congregation that I 
am aware of has all become ill because of receiving the Precious 
Blood.    
 

The diocese has not come out with any official pronouncement at this 
time and we will not be dropping any parts (i.e. Sign of Peace) of the 
Mass, nor will we take the Precious Blood from the faithful who wish to 
receive it. It was also felt at this time to make hand sanitizer available 
to all in the assembly was not practical, but if you wish to bring your 
own, you may. The Council members were in agreement with this 
policy which will remain in force unless there is a different ruling from 
the diocese.

This week we also celebrated one of my 
favorite saints and my Confirmation name 
saint, Francis of Assisi, with two pet 
blessings. I will always treasure my retreat 
week in Assisi which was part of my 
sabbatical.   
 

Next week we hope to have the final results 
of our parish picnic. We are still checking to 
see if all the bills are turned in at this time for 
the report. It looks very favorable compared 
to last year. Again thanks to everyone who 
supported us in any way. We continue to 
make slow progress on the repair of our 
parish plant. Notice the most recent 
improvement on the exterior doors near the 
Adoration Chapel entrance. Once again they 
match the rest of the doors of the church and 
rectory and are no longer gray. We hope to 
get the new roof on the rectory before winter 
and then we hope that the major repairs are 
complete, but something new always comes 
up. May God bless you in the coming week"
