The Nativity of the Lord  
We are so used to the Christmas story that 
sometimes the nuances of the Gospels fly 
past us. We tend to mash together Matthew's 
and Luke's separate accounts as though they 
were one continuous narrative. But that's not 
the case. Each was written for a very different 
audience and purpose. And each contains 
very different elements. Since there was no 
video recorder running at the time of Jesus' 
birth, it is easy to see how the stories can be 
so varied. After all, if you and your cousins all 
sat down and each one wrote about the day 
of your grandfather's birth, you'd likely come 
up with very different accounts. It was about 
seventy years after Jesus was born that 
Matthew and Luke wrote their Gospels. You 
could have some fun this holiday season 
sitting down and reading the first two chapters 
of each Gospel as a family, and seeing how 
many differences you can come up with. 
 

It is John's Gospel, written even later, that 
gives us one more perspective on Christmas. 
The beginning of his Gospel is prescribed for 
the Mass on Christmas Day, although the 
familiar story from Luke is often substituted. In 
a beautiful poem, John tells us that the Word 
of God became flesh and made his dwelling 
among us and we saw his glory. That's pretty 
heady language to describe the birth of a 
baby in a stable. John insists, we saw God's 
glory! Have we? Have we seen God's glory in 
the person across the aisle in church? What 
about the neighbor down the road? Or the 
family member we don't get along with? Or 
the person who may have harmed us? 
 

Now that the Word of God has become flesh 
and made his dwelling among us, have we 
seen God's glory in those who are the flesh 
and blood we encounter each day?

$319,000. So you may ask, "Are we done with the debt reduction 
envelopes now?" Well the answer is yes and no...because there are 
always major repairs on the horizon of one sort of another, we will 
continue with a building fund envelope in order to save for the 
future. One thing that the Finance Council has asked for study is to 
look into the feasibility of a Parish Center that would be next to the 
church as originally planned in the early nineties. An ad hoc 
committee will be formed after the first of the year to begin this study. 
If this goes through, it will still be a while before anything is built. 
 
Thank you to those who donated toward our new shepherd and camel 
driver in our Christmas nativity scene. If you make your way up to the 
sanctuary area, notice the restored "Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit" 
under the Holy Spirit dove of the ambo where the Scriptures are 
proclaimed. This had been removed several years ago and through 
the help of Leo Voss and Earl Haas, it had now been restored. Thanks 
to all those who assisted with the decorating of the church for 
Christmas under the leadership of Earl Haas. Thanks also to all who 
donated toward the poinsettia memorials; your loved ones will be 
remembered during all the Masses of the Christmas season.
