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FIRST EUCHARIST  

During the Easter season many children receive the Body and Blood 

of Jesus in First Holy Communion for the first time. We congratulate 

them and their parents and teachers. They experience what we all 

believe about the presence of Jesus under the signs of bread and 

wine: that the Lord is truly with us to be our very life.  

 

It is no accident that food and drink are the primary symbols of the 

presence of Jesus in Christian worship. Without food and drink we 

cannot survive. Without sharing the food and drink that is Eucharist we 

cannot live in Jesus. Actually, in our celebration, the ultimate sign of 

peace is not the handshake of friendship but the sharing of 

communion—sharing at the table of the Lord. Most parishes do fairly 

well at celebrating the communal nature of the liturgy until it comes to 

communion, then it can tend to become a rather individual experience. 

It's not that receiving Eucharist should not be intensely personal. But, 

at the same time, we need to be aware that the presence of the Lord 

must also include our brothers and sisters. We are sharing from the 

one loaf and the one cup which is meant to make us one in Christ.  

 

We congratulate those receiving Eucharist for the first time. As they 

begin to experience with us a new level of sharing in the presence of 

Jesus, let's pray that all of us can allow our sharing in the banquet 

table of the Lord to help us discover new ways to share our lives with 

others.

Fifth Sunday of Easter 

One of the great lines of the Bible, and one of 

its most important theological concepts, 

appears in today's second reading from the 

Book of Revelation. The author testifies that 

he hears the One who sits on the throne say: 

"Behold, I make all things new" (Rev 21:5). 

Recall that when Revelation was being 

written, the church was undergoing 

persecution. Those Christians familiar with 

Jewish writings (what we Christians call the 

Old Testament today) looked to the past to 

seek out the ways that God had acted before. 

They found resonance in the oracles of 

deutero-Isaiah, who promised a Messiah after 

the leaders of Israel had been taken to 

captivity in Babylon. In chapter 43 of Isaiah, 

God proclaims that he will restore Israel, he 

will do something new by rebuilding the city of 

Jerusalem. 

 

Jerusalem becomes symbolic of the eternal 

dwelling of God's chosen people. It is the 

place of peace and contentment. It is God's 

dwelling to which every nation on earth comes 

to dwell. And so it is no surprise when the 

writer of Revelation proclaims to the 

persecuted Christian community (who saw 

themselves as God's new chosen people, 

enduring trials just like the Hebrews of long 

ago) that a new Jerusalem is coming down 

out of heaven as a dwelling place for God and 

his people. 

 

This promise of hope in a time of persecution 

is meant to encourage those who may be 

tempted to falter. In our own day, so many of 

us have been battered by difficult times. Each 

of us may have our own tale of woe. The 

Gospel for today reminds us that Jesus gave 

us a new commandment: to love one another. 

No matter how difficult things may be, that 

commandment endures. It also gives us hope, 

for we are united in love.
