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14" Sunday in Ordinary Time
There were many little incidents that led up to
the Revolutionary War. Open-ended warrants,
taxation without representation, the Stamp Act
requiring fees on newspapers and other
printed matter, and the quartering of troops in
private homes are just a few examples of
actions the colonists objected to in the two
decades before the start of the war. In itself, no
single event is seen as the definitive cause for
the revolution. But the cumulative effect of the
grievances-most outlined in the Declaration of
Independence-saw many in the colonies rise
up against the British, whose army, once
thought of as protectors, was now thought of
as an occupying force. Those whom we call
patriots today, were thought by some of their
fellow citizens to be rabble-rousers and
criminals. History has a way of sorting things
out.

In today's Gospel, Jesus sends his disciples
out to announce the kingdom of God. This was
not a move for political power (though some
saw it that way) or even for earthly success. It
was not even so much a rebellion against the
past as a fulfillment of promises made by God
long ago. "The kingdom of God is at hand for
you," the disciples proclaimed.

The message of Jesus has lasted far longer
than nations or kingdoms. Christ is not allied
with any government or political faction. God's
kingdom exists apart from any political
boundaries or human limitations. As Christians,
we recognize our responsibility to seek justice
and peace. Our calling is to promote the
common good, even at the expense of our own
self-interest. While we celebrate
independence, we also understand that liberty
does not mean unfettered license to do what
we please. The kingdom of God is not so much
a place of individual right as one of communal
responsibility. And as citizens of that kingdom
we submit ourselves to the law of love for God

and for our neighbor.

“Church Etiquette - What you are invited to do.
What you are invited to avoid.”
Join the singing and know that singing is praying twice and that
singing with others gives great praise to God, which is really why we
are gathered here.

Listen attentively to the readings where God speaks directly to you.

Commit to taking your child out of the congregation from the first
moment of a disturbance. It reduces the stress to both you and those
around you.

Receive Communion with laser-like attention.

We receive Communion, we do not take. If choosing to receive the
Body of Christ in the hand, place the hand you write with under the
hand you will receive, in a way, creating a throne for the Lord. A simple
bow of the head to the Eucharistic elements in the ministers hand as a
sign of reverence to Christ before receiving is appropriate.

Remember that the point of being at Mass is not to see what we can
get out of it, but what you can do to praise and worship the Almighty.

And finally, wait to leave only after Father has left the building.

Always dress modestly and appropriately.

Arrive early to allow for personal prayer and/or read the readings of
the day.

Turn off all mobile devices while still in the vestibule. This is your time
with God and His people.

Use the restroom before or after Mass.
Men remove hats or caps before the Lord.

Deposit all water bottles, coffee cups and gum in the waste
receptacles in the restrooms and usher’s room.

Make the sign of the cross with Holy Water upon entering the main
body of the Church.

Genuflect with great reverence towards the Blessed Sacrament in the
tabernacle upon entering your pew. If unable to genuflect, a profound
bow is respectful.

Refrain from chit-chat which distracts others who are connecting with
God through prayer both before and during Mass.
